We are going to continue studying multiplication and division. We will go over the multiplication table up to 9, and talk about properties of multiplication.
1. Bill sold 60 apples and 50 pears on Monday and 60 apples and 50 pears on Tuesday. On Monday he was charging 4 dollars for every 10 apples and 6 dollars for every 10 pears, and on Tuesday he was charging 3 dollars for every 5 apples and 2 dollars for every 5 pears. How much money did Bill earn on Monday and on Tuesday? On which day did he make bigger profit?

2. Jack bought 4 notebooks for 3 dollars each and 7 pens for 4 dollars each. Rich bought 3 notebooks for 5 dollars each and 8 pens for 3 dollars each. Who spent more money and by how much?
3. Jennifer bought 4 CDs for 12 dollars each and sold 7 tapes for 3 dollars each. Britney bought 5 CDs for 13 dollars each and sold 8 tapes for 5 dollars each. Who of them finally spent more money?
